 Sunday of Lent – The people selling 
goods in the temple misunderstood what the  
temple was for – John 2:13-22 
 

March 10  - 4
th

 Sunday of Lent – Nicodemus  
misunderstood how to follow God – John 3:14-21 
 

March 17 – 5
th

 Sunday of Lent – The people  
misunderstood Jesus until God corrected them – 
John 12:20-33 
 

March 24
th
 – 6

th
 Sunday of Lent – The crowds got 

it right at the beginning of the week, but com-
pletely wrong by the end of the week –  
Mark 11:1-11 
 

March 29
th
 – Tenebrae Service – Pilate  

misunderstood who stood before him, and it cost 
Jesus his life – Mark 14:1-15,47 
 

March 31
st
 – Easter Sunday– Luke 24:1-11, 36-49 

– The disciples misunderstood Jesus reason for 
coming to earth until he appeared to them – they 
thought they were seeing a Ghost, but it was the 
resurrected Jesus.
